° Reception —400m (1 lap of the running track)
° Year 1- 600m (1 % laps of the track)

° Year 2 —800m (2 laps)

° Year 3—1200m (3 laps)

° Year 4 — 1600m (4 laps)

° Year 5—2000m (5 laps)

° Year 6 —2400m (6 laps)
*Please note that distances may be altered depending on the weather and a child’s running ability.
